Public Policy

Your Hwy 78 CID Board unanimously adopted a
Legislative Agenda for 2005 that outlines numerous
possible legislative and policy improvements at the
federal, state, county, and city levels. The entire statement
is online at the CID website: www.78cid.org – I’ll mention
only a couple initiatives here.

Congressional Balancing at the General Assembly
Senate Bill 4 and House Bill 16 address the issue of
apportioning federal transportation dollars among

Georgia’s 13 Congressional Districts. The Hwy 78 CID and many others
support exempting interstates from the formula thereby providing GDOT
greater flexibility in spending funds were the need is greatest.

Guarantee 95% Return to Donor States at the U.S. Congress
The Hwy 78 CID strongly supports funding formula revisions in the 2005
federal highway bill that will guarantee that each state would get back a share
equal to at least 95 percent of its contribution. Georgia is among 25 states that
receive back less than 100% of the federal gas tax dollars we send to
Washington – our current rate of return is approximately 85%.

Annual Meeting a Huge Success
Over one hundred property owners, business people, residents, and partners of
the Highway 78 Community Improvement District attended our annual meeting
on Thursday, January 27, 2005 at the Vecoma event facility. Those attending
heard from representatives of the Georgia Department of Transportation
regarding the median project as well as consultants from PBS&J on the CID’s
Landscape Master Planning project.

GDOT anticipates letting the median project in December 2005 with construc-
tion beginning in early 2006 and taking up to 24 months to complete. GDOT
has released nearly 100 of the 280 parcels requiring acquisition or easements
for negotiations with property owners. GDOT will be contacting the remaining
property owners over the next several months.

Please be aware that both Gwinnett County and the City of Snellville have
adopted updated sign ordinances as well as establishing the overlay district
regulations that may impact your property. Prior to concluding your negotiations
with GDOT you would be well served to confirm any requirements and possible
increased costs associated with relocating and/or replacing current signage. It
is the understanding of the Hwy 78 CID that GDOT will compensate property
owners for any increased cost associated with complying with the current sign
ordinance.
